PoE Power is allocated based on the required port power up to 37W starting with 
Port 1 having the highest priority. Once the total sum of the PoE power is allocated 
no more power will be available to remaining ports. 

UTP Uplink w/ Local Power Supply: 
- Connect the network cable coming from the PoE switch or PoE midspan
  to the fifth Ethernet port at rear of Vi3005. 
- Plug in the IP/PoE devices to the four ports one the Vi3005's front panel.
- Connect the approved local power supply to the power connector of Vi3005.  

Fiber SFP Uplink:
Note: The SFP (small format pluggables) must be the same types at both ends of 
the fiber cable and must match the fiber cable requirements. 
- Plugin the SFP to the SFP socket of Vi3005.
- Connect the fiber cable to the SFP.
- Connect the Vi1120 power supply to the Vi3005 power connector. 

Individual ports will be able to provide up to 37W. If more power needed for 
approved IP devices use the Vi0015 combination cable to combine two ports. 
Starting with ports 1 and 2, connect the IP device to the Ethernet port of the Vi0015 
cable. 

UTP link:
- Connect the network cable coming from the Vi3005 Uplink port to one of the 
Ethernet ports of the PoE switch or PoE Midspan. 
Fiber SFP Link:
- Connect the fiber cable to the SFP port of the network switch.
